4. Unforgiveness toward past experiences.
“Once hurt - twice shy”
a. They always have to tell their story
b. Give people grace to grow (learn from mistakes)

5. Shopping cart mentality — Looking for perfect church
God put me into your life to perfect you.
He put you into my life to perfect me.
6. Card slot (Do just enough to get by)
7. Plugging, unplugging — Never really being fruitful
8. Compromised beliefs — They attend a church for programs,
not because they like the anointing, doctrine, etc.
